Additional comments

1. Genoa load was lighter than current sail. However my (small) crew has never had a problem with the genoa sheet load. The problem she has is the load on the spinnaker sheet on a windy tight reach.

2. Leeward shroud seemed to go slack with new rig despite similar rig tension (as measured with tension gauge).
3. It was more difficult to feather the genoa in the stronger gusts by luffing. It seemed to be an ‘all or nothing’ sail upwind.
