Additional comments ​– 

Up wind and on reaches better gust response boat drives fwd better rather than burying bow and going sideways with existing Genoa. Sheeting much lighter although very easy to over sheet and stall out... Less back winding of the main. Much better visibility.

On the run, when the wind lessened, boat speed seemed to drop off quicker than with the normal sails.
On a broad reach there was a tendency for the Jib to become “redundant” quite a few degrees before being on the run, and the top of the leach tended to want to “goose wing” itself.
