Additional comments

1. Two sail reaching – A lot less trimming was needed in the gusts. It was almost possible to leave the sail cleated and still keep the boat on its feet and footing well. If this sail is adopted the Flying Fifteen will deserve its reputation of being an old mans boat!

2. The semi-transparent sail cloth improved visibility.

3. Upwind – The initial response in the gust with the top of the main spilling some wind as it twisted off made upwind sailing slightly easier. However as the gust eased the boat did not seem to carry its speed for as long.
